ABOUT "EXODUS"

In early 2012 I began work on a fourth biblical performance based this time on the epic story of God’s deliverance found in Exodus.  Drawing largely from the books of Exodus, Numbers and Deuteronomy I worked for nearly a year to create a performance which encompassed as much of the essential narrative and vital speeches as could be experienced by audiences in 95 minutes.  
In addition, I traveled during April, 2013 with my colleague and videographer Mark Hickman to Egypt and the Sinai.  There we gathered the relevant videography and imagery to bring deeper meaning and visualization to the many places where the people of Israel lived and walked.  Working with Vincent Murphy (our nationally-renowned director and artistic producer for many years at Theater Emory in Atlanta), we completed Exodus during summer, 2013.
My hope is that each audience will experience Exodus as deeply relevant and see it as one chapter of many in the long story of God’s guidance, deliverance and grace.
